Course Description:

 A study of the structure and function of the human body. Emphasis will be given to the study of cells and tissues and anatomical and physiological interrelationships of the skeletal, muscular, nervous and endocrine systems. Designed primarily for students entering health careers. 
Course Objectives: 

 I.   Identify important anatomical structures in cells, tissues, and organ systems. 

2. Demonstrate an understanding of important physiological processes regarding cells, tissues and organ systems 

3.  Relate the principles of biological chemistry as they apply to the human body 

4. Describe the interrelationships between anatomy and physiology at all levels of structural 

     complexity from the atomic level to the entire organism 

5. Explain the principle of homeostasis and the primary control mechanisms that operate at all levels of structural complexity. 

General Rules: 

1. ABSENCES AND MAKE-UPS: Class attendance is required and the student is responsible for all material covered. In case of prolonged absences, the instructor should be notified. Evaluation: 

Three lecture exams and one comprehensive final exam will be given during the term to evaluate lecture materials. Each exam may consist of some multiple choice questions, some T/F, some fill in the blank, some essay questions. Exams may be taken early if arrangements are made ahead of time. 

Three lab practical exams will be conducted during the semester. Questions on the lab practicals are all fill-in-the blank questions. All answers must be written clearly and spelled correctly. 

There will be regularly scheduled quizzes over vocabulary and anatomy.  These will be taken at the beginning of the lecture period.  Two of the lowest quiz grades will be dropped.  If the dropped quiz is better than a “C” 5 bonus points will be awarded to the final grade for each quiz dropped with a C or better grade.

In addition, lab reports covering various aspects of human physiology will be turned in for points following assigned labs. All lab reports turned in on time and finished could add up to

120 points (the points over 100 are 20 bonus points).

6-Drop Limit
