1.  A fibrous external layer of the ovarian follicle.

3.  Another name other than oviduct or Fallopian tubes given to the  tube that leads from the ovary to the uterus.

9.  A clear zona of glycoprotein that separates the oocyte from the granulosa cells.

11.  A very thick  smooth muscular layer of the uterine wall.

12.  Material produced when the lining tissue of the endometrium disintegrates and slough’s off causing blood vessels to rupture.

13. The lower tubular one-third of the uterus that extends downward into  the upper portion of the vagina.

16. The hormone produced by the corpus luteum that acts on the endometrium of the uterus causing it to prepare for and sustain pregnancy.

18.  Another name given to the mature ovarian follicle that looks like a  blister on the surface of the ovary before ovulation.

19. An incision that is made along the midline of the perinerium from the  vestibule to within 1.5 cm of the anus to allow for the birth without  tearing.

21. One of the recesses that occur between the vaginal wall and the cervix.

22. Cells that surround the alveolar glands that contract and actively eject the milk of the mammary glands.

25.  The abbr. for the procedure to test for cancer of the cervical tissue.

26.  Abbr. for the anterior pituitary hormone that stimulates the maturation of the follicle and the production of estrogen.

29.  The follicular cells that adhere to an ovulated eggs surface.

31.  The name given to the following group of  structures surrounding the urethra and vagina:  labia majora, labia minora, clitoris and vestibular glands.

32.  Placental ___ is thought to stimulate breast development and prepare  the mammary glands for milk  secretion.

33.  The joining of the sperm and egg in the uterine tube.

34.  The endometrial phase of development in which uterine glands secrete increasing quantities of glycogen and lipids to provide for the embryo.

35.  The birth process.

38.  The ovaries are held in position by the following _____:   broad, suspensory and ovarian.

40.  A thin membrane of tissue over the vaginal orifice partially closing it.

42.  Finger-like structures on the margin of the  infundibulum of the Fallopian tube that comes in contact with the ovaries.

45.  The hormone that the hypothalamus secretes in increasing quantities at puperty and causing the release of  FSH and LH.

48.  About 400,000 primary ____ make it to puperty of several million produced  prenatally.

49.  Solid ovoid structures measuring about 3.5cm in length, 2 cm in width and 1 cm in thickness.  Contain developing follicles. 

50.  A thin, watery fluid secreted by the mammary glands in the first two or  three days following the birth.

53.  This hormone stimulates the uterus to contract and also the myoepithelial cells to contract to eject milk.

54.  The process of the development of one secondary oocyte of future egg  cell and one polar body.

55.  The period of life when menstrual cycles stop, usually in the late forties or early fifties.

5.  A hollow, muscular organ shaped like an inverted pear that receives the embryo and sustains its life and development.

6.  Accessory glands of the female reproductive system that are specialized to secrete milk following pregnancy.

7.  Fertilized egg.

8.  Abbr. for the disorder in which women experience a set of unpleasant changes between the time of ovulation and the beginning of menses.

10.  Name of the duct that leads from the alveolar gland to the nipple.

14.  A hormone produced by the corpus luteum that inhibits the smooth muscles of the uterus until birth.

15.  A fibromuscular tube extending from the uterus to the outside of the female body.

16. The follicles that develop in the ovaries during the prenatal period.

17.  Circular area of pigmented skin around the nipple of the breast.

20.  The condition characterized by the presence of a developing offspring within the uterus.

23.  The phase of the endometrium when the glandular epithelium thickens due to increase of estrogen in the first 14 days of the menstrual cycle.

24.  The hormone released from the anterior pituitary that has a 

        concentration surge that causes ovulation.

27.  The release of the oocyte and follicular fluid from the ovary.

28.  A small projection of erectile tissue at the anterior end of the vulva between the labia minora.

29.  The remnants of the follicle following ovulation,  change into a glandular structure now called the ___ ___ that will produce estrogen and progesterone which will prepare the uterus for pregnancy.

30. The glands contained within the lobes of the mammary gland that secret milk.

35.  The hormone from the anterior pituitary that stimulates the mammary glands to secrete milk.

36.  A hormone from the corpus luteum that inhibits the release of FSH.

37.  A mature egg cell.

39.  Proliferated follicular cells of stratified epithelium between the theca and the zona pellucida in a primary follicle.

41.  The type of pregnancy where the developing offspring may become implanted in tissue outside the uterus.

43.  A fluid filled cavity in the secondary follicle.

44.  The corpus luteum regresses about the 24th day of the cycle if fertilization does not occur it than becomes fibrous instead of glandular and is now called the corpus ___ .

46.  Abbr. for the treatment given to menopausal women to avoid the unpleasant side effects of menopause.

47.  The organ that attaches the embryo to the uterine wall and exchanges nutrients, gases and wastes between the maternal blood and      embryonic blood.

51.  An immature egg cell.

52.  Abbr. for a hormone secreted by the trophoblast that surrounds the developing embryo.  This hormones presence signifies pregnancy and      sustains the corpus luteum until the placenta is formed.
